April Spring Flowers Dimensional Appllque

Supplies: 13"x13" Bright Blue Background
6 "\8" flower pot fabric
1 1'8"x 7" green stem fabric
2 3"x6" pieces of Heat and Bond
2 3"x6" picces of white flower fabric
2 3"x6" pieces of green leaf fabric
vellow embroidery thread

matching thread for appliquing

Fuse the two green fabrics together with Heat and Bond. Draw 2 leaves from pattern and cut out.
Fuse the two white fabrics together with Heat and Bond and draw 12 or more circles with a dime.
Make 5 even spaced marks to cut around for the petals. (figure A)
Make flowerpot by folding 6"x8" fabric in half right sides together. Trace the pattern and sew on
these lines, trim around. cut slit on one side and turn right side out.
Fold background corner to corner both wayvs and mark. Place leaves on mark near center. Stitch down
though center of leaf turn and stitch return to start. Do this to second leaf on other side of marked

line. (figure B)

Fold stem fabric in half WRONG sides together. and stitch down by machine with 1/8" allowance 4"
above center and along one of crease lines. Fold over seam and hand stitch down.

Stitch flowers down with 2 stitches in center starting at top of stem with white thread. Then use
vellow embroidery thread(3strands) to make French knots in the centers. (figure D)

Center and hand stitch flower pot down. (figure C)
