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What you need:

1 fat quarter fabric for background, cut to desired size
1-8 inch square of muslin

Several small pieces of fabric for egg

Freezer paper

Glue stick

Optional: lace, braids, beads

Trace egg pattern on muslin.

Stitch and flip fabric pieces on back of muslin pattern.

Add decorative stitches on seam lines (or any other embellishment you want).

Trace egg pattern on freezer paper and cut out egg pattern, save the “donut” part, and iron onto back of
background fabric.

Cut out around pattern leaving seam allowance

Turn allowance in onto freezer paper and fasten with glue stick.

Place over egg patched piece and zigzag or blind stitch around pattern.

Remove freezer paper.
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For the ladies who find their thread is catching in the spool slit on the end, which causes tension
problems or thread breaking. There is a solution. ALWAYS put the spool slit first on the spool spindle.
The thread is processed to unwind correctly for better stitching if that slit is put on the spindle first
plus the thread is not dragging over the slit. Example: on a spool spindle that lies sideways, the slit will
be on your right. On an upward spool spindle, place the slit on it first, which places it at the bottom or
next to the machine. -Anonymous
