ON A SERIOUS NOTE - ALERT!

I receive many requests from guilds to do trunk shows and
workshops. If possible we schedule them in when we can. I wish
to alert the quilting guilds in the southern, southeastern and
eastern part of the U.S. to a problem that has developed and can
no longer be overlooked.

A while back we had a person who was a Certified Educator for
our company. We were forced to terminate all association

with this person because of unfortunate circumstances that
happed with a guild in Mississippi where black and white
instructions from one of our books were handed out to workshop
participants, quilt tops of our designs were shown as
representations of our work, and proper attention was not given
to the students who had paid for the workshop, and were
struggling through black and white copies of instructions because
they could not see the colors to associate with the fabrics, which
is essential.

We are very particular about how our work is presented, and how
our workshops are run. Our workshops reflect the quality of

the products that you purchase from us. We are also very
serious about copyright infringement. Many quilters who want to
teach a class using our patterns contact me, and 99% of the time

When we do a workshop, and especially a trunk show, you see
beautiful, finished quilts that have been quilted by Mary Nordeng,
our quilter in Minnesota. Our instructions are written by me and
have many extra step-by-step graphics. All of the instructions are
in full color, and Robert and I are there throughout the workshop
to give each person individual attention as they need it.

The person referred to above was recently at a guild in Virginia,
and the guild members somehow assumed that she did represent
our company. Quilt tops only were shown, and an "abbreviated"
workshop was given. I have no idea what an "abbreviated"
workshop is. Our workshops are full day classes. This person
sold instructions or patterns for the workshop to guild

members, however the instructions were not purchased through
our company, nor was permission given for the workshop.

When you "Hire" (and/or pay) someone to give a trunk show or
demonstration, and also "Hire" (and/or pay) them to give a
workshop, it no longer falls under the category of a "Show &
Tell". Any pattern that is copied for such a purpose without our
express permission, or if the design is from one of our books and
is copied without the express permission of our publisher, is
deliberate copyright infringement and is punishable by law.

If your guild is approached by anyone in the areas mentioned
above, and they indicate in any way that they are connected with,
or have been connected with our company in the past, in order to
save you problems and disappointments, please give me a call at:
(800)970-5426, and check with us regarding who is authorized
to give trunk shows in our behalf, or teach a workshop using our

m patterns, instructions or techniques. We
L thank all of you ahead of time for your
cooperation. This is meant in a helpful
way, as we care about all of you, and
want our products and techniques to

be represented in the right way, as
something such as this reflects upon us.
We do not want anyone to be
disappointed.
